	→ Truck-mounted device generates vibrations using a 
metal plate that lies on the ground and shakes from 
side-to-side. 

	→ Vibrations travel deep into the earth and are 
reflected back.

	→ Surface sensors record the reflected vibrations.

	→ Geophysics analyze the results to better define 
potential CO2 storage formations.

	→ Prairie Horizon expects to survey about 64 square 
miles, centered southeast of Gladstone
